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IFACT-GC SUPPORTS RENEWED, REINFORCED
GOVERNMENT ANTI-PIRACY REWARD SCHEME

New HK$20,000 Reward Aimed at Catching Pirate Camcording Syndicates

Hong Kong — On May 6, the Hong Kong Customs & Excise Department (HKCED), the
International Federation Against Copyright Theft — Greater China (IFACT-GC)
representing the Motion Picture Association in Hong Kong and six other copyright industry
representatives announced the renewal of a reward scheme designed to encourage
individuals to support law enforcement efforts in stamping out copyright piracy.

The Anti-Piracy Reward Scheme provides significant cash rewards for people who provide
information that leads to the arrest of copyright infringers involved in the production,
distribution and/or sale of pirated optical discs and/or illegal camcording of movies in
cinemas. Since its launch in 1998, information received through the Anti-Piracy Reward
Scheme has resulted in over 160 arrests, the seizure of more than 2.1 million pirated
optical discs and paid over HK$1.9 million in rewards to informants.

With effect from April 26, 2008, information leading to the arrest of a person illegally
camcording a movie inside a cinema together with the seizure of the camcording
equipment will result in a reward of HK$20,000 (US$2,564). This proactive measure
strengthens the reward scheme and targets the criminal camcording syndicates who steal
movies from cinemas in order to produce illegal DVDs and downloads.

“More than 90% of newly released movies that appear on pirated optical discs around the
world and illegally on Internet streaming sites and P2P systems originate from illegal
camcorder copies,” said Sam Ho, Executive Director and General Manager of IFACT-GC.
“This makes it absolutely vital that rights owners and enforcement authorities cooperate to
shut down the source of pirated camcorded movies. The renewed, reinforced Anti-Piracy
Reward Scheme sends a clear message to camcording pirate syndicates — ‘You are not

welcome in Hong Kong'.

Under Hong Kong law a person commits an offence if they have in their possession
(without lawful authority or reasonable excuse) any video recording equipment in a place
of public entertainment. Anyone breaking the law may be fined up to HK$50,000 and
imprisoned for up to three months.

Hong Kong Customs takes strict enforcement action against the illegal camcording of
movies. Under the Copyright Ordinance, making of an infringing copy of a film for the
purpose of trade and business is a serious offence which attracts a heavy penalty, namely,
imprisonment for 4 years and a fine of HK$50,000 for each infringing copy.
